God Made Me for a Special Purpose
 TK-2nd Activity
 God created each of us with love and a special purpose
our personal vocation
to love and serve Christ in the Dear Neighbor.

Learning Objectives: 
1. Understand that God made them unique and loves them deeply.
2. Recognize that everyone has a special job or calling from God.
3. Begin to see that we can serve God by being kind, helping others, and using our gifts.

Faith Foundation (Catechism & Scripture):
· Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC 1):
 “God, infinitely perfect and blessed in himself, in a plan of sheer goodness freely created man to make him share in his own blessed life.”
· Scripture:
 “Before I formed you in the womb I knew you.” — Jeremiah 1:5
 “Let your light shine before others.” — Matthew 5:16

Materials Needed:
· Picture book: When God Made You by Matthew Paul Turner  http://bit.ly/43ynmTQ
· Mirrors
· Crayons, paper, scissors, glue
· Printable worksheet: “God Made Me Special”
· Music: “This Little Light of Mine”

Lesson Steps:
1. Opening Prayer (2–3 min)
“Dear God, thank You for making each of us special. Help us use our gifts to love You and others every day. Amen
2. Introduction: “God Made Me Special” (5 min)
· Begin by showing a mirror asking students to look into a mirror
Ask:
· “What makes you special?”
· “Do you know that God made you exactly the way you are for a reason?”
· Explain:
 “God gives each of us special gifts — things we are good at and ways we can 
help others. That’s part of our vocation — the special way we love and serve God.”

3. Story Time (10 min)
· Read When God Made You by Matthew Paul Turner 
http://bit.ly/43ynmTQ
· Pause to discuss:
· “What special things did God give to the person in the story?”
· “What gifts has God given you?” (kindness, drawing, singing, helping, sharing, etc.)

4. Guided Activity: “My Gifts for God” (10–12 min)
· Give each child a “God Made Me Special” worksheet.
· Prompt them to:
· TK-K: Draw themselves. http://bit.ly/4qp3j45
· 1st –2nd: Utilize the God Made Me Special Worksheet  https://bit.ly/47gOSGB
· When finished, invite students to share their drawings with the class.

5. Song & Movement (5 min)
· Sing “This Little Light of Mine” together.
· Emphasize the line: “I’m gonna let it shine!”
· Discuss: “When we use our gifts for good, we let our light shine for Jesus!”

6. Closing Reflection & Prayer (5 min)
· Circle time reflection:“What is one special gift God gave you?”
· “How can you use it to help someone today?”

· Closing Prayer:
 “Thank You, God, for making me special. Help me to use my gifts to love You and others every day. Amen.”
Optional Extensions:
· Class Poster: “Our Gifts for God” — each student adds a drawing or picture showing how they can serve.
· Parent Connection: Send home a note inviting families to talk about how each person in their family serves God in different ways.
· Saint Spotlight: Share about a simple saint (like St. Thérèse of Lisieux) who showed love in small, everyday ways.
Assessment (Informal):
· Observe participation in discussion and drawing.
· Listen for understanding of key idea: God made me special, and I can use my gifts to love others.
